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Concepts and Definitions

Activity status: According to the ILO, adivity status divides the population into three
groups:employed, utnemployed, and econonicdly inactive persons.

Age-dependency ratio: This relates tothe number of children (0-14 years) and olderpersons
(65 yeas and over) to theworking-age population (5-64 years).

Dependent population: Is the population,which is compo®d of people who are too young
or too old to work (dependents). Conwentionally, thesepeople are below the ages of 15 years
(children) and thoseabove 64 years (elderly).

Economic dependency ratio: Is the sumof the uremployed and inactive populationto the
population empyed.

Economic activity: The population 7years and owr is divided into two distnct groups:

1 Economicdly adive (those in the labourforce) and
1 Economicdly inadive (thosenotin the Bbourforce).

Economically active population: Also known as the labour brce, it is the total employed and
unemployed personsin the population.In otherwords, theseare thepersonsavailable to the job
market.

The census follows the internationally recommended definitions for Economicdly Active
Population agreed by the International Labour Organization (ILO), defining it as a group
of persons whoduring an establishedreferenceperiod furnish the supply oflabour for the
production of goodsand eacnomc rvices or are available to do so and carry out actionsto
incorporate tlemselvesinto said prodation.

Economically inactive population (not in the labour force): The population not currently
eononicdly adive or personsnot in the labour force comprisesal personswho were not
employed or not unemployed during thereference period and hence, not currently active becaise
of being a full time student,being exclusively a houswife, on retirement or old age, or other
reasons sah as a personwith disability.



Employed: This represents the total numberof personsadively employed, or had a job. It
consistsof al persons7 years and over, who during thereference period, were in the following
categories:

1 At work, thatis, personswho duringthe reference period performedsome work for
wage or slary either in cashor in kind orworked without pay;

1 Had ajob to go bad to, but did not work within the reference period example
thoseon leave.

Employment rate: Is the percentage of the labur force thatis employed. It is cdculatedas the
ratio of theemployed totheemnomically active population &pressedas apercentage.

I nter-censal period: Theperiod between two censuses.

Labour force: Is the total numberof people employed and unemployed in the population(that
is, thosewho do not have job butare actively looking for work).

Labour force participation rate: Is the percentage of the working age populationswho are
employed or are tnemployed but looking for ajob. The dvorking agepop u | at defoned@s i s
population betwen theages 15i 64 years.

Lit erate: Is defined as a personwho can read and write in any language usingArabic or Roman
script or both.

Persans with disabiliti es: apersonwith disability is definedassomeone whas limitedin the
kind or amountof adivitiesthathe or shecan do becaise of on-going difficultiesdueto long-term
physicalcondition mentalcondition sensoryimpairment or hedth problem.

Unemployed: This comprisesall persons7 yeas and over, who during thereference period
were:

1 Without wak and hed nofixed jobs;
1 Currentlyavailable for work;
1 Seeking for work.

Unemployment Rate: The ratio of the unemployed to the econonically adive population
expressedas apercentage.



Rural: Settlements that donot meet the criteria of an urban settlement described below are
consicered rurdl.

Urban: According to the 2013 Populationand Housing nsus,a settlement is considered urban
if it satisfies mast of thefollowing:

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Executive Summary

The population stabat 1,857,181 2013, out of which 1,442,974 wefeyears and above. Out of

the population 7 years and over, 45.3 per cent were economically active while the remaining 54.7
per cent were econonally inactive The economically active population increassd27.4 per

cent over the 2003013 intercensal period compared 48.7 per cenincreaseover the 1992003
inter-censal period

It is also observed that a larger proportion of males were economically active than females in all
age groups. The rate oamicipation in economic activity increases with age for both maheis
females up to the age grodp-49 after which it begins to decrease for both sexes. More of the
economically activdemales were engaged Bervies, Shop and Market Sales and Agrigrét

than their male counterparts. This holds true for both Gambians arf@amhians.

Overall, 90.1 per cent of the economically active population are Gambians whereas 9.9 per cent are
nonGambians mainly dominated by Senegalese, Guineans, Sierra LeamelhkgeriansThe
proportion of the economically active Gambian population is higher in the rural (94.3 per cent)
than in the urban (84.7 per cent) areas, and was also higher among females (93.7) than males
(87.4).

About 51 per cent of the persons witlsabilities were economically active and 49.2 per cent were
economically inactive. Out of the population with disabilities, 58.6 per cent of the male and 56.7
per cent of the female were active.

Out of the economically active persons with disabilities3 $ér cent were employed and 5.7 per
cent unemployed. This is slightly lower than the unemployment rate among the genera
populatio® 6.0 per cent, indcaing that grsonswith disabilities whoare economicdly active
were notat a disadvantage in termsof employment

Out of 59,716, personsaged 65 years and over, 27,4340r 45.9 per cent wereeconomnicaly adive
and 54.1 per cent inactive. About 97 per cent (96.9 per centwere employed and 3.1 per cent
(850 persong unemployed.

Majority of the employed popation were selemployed (56.9 per cent) while 24.9 per cent were
employed for pay and about 16 per cent were unpaid family workers. Less than one per cent (0.6
per cent) of the employed population were employers. The proportion gbamians that were
selfemployed (66.3 per cent) was higher than that of the Gambians (55.9 per cent). There were
slightly more norGambian employers (1.2 per cent) than Gambians (0.6 per cent).

Ninety-four per cent of the economically active population were employed wkilpes cent were
unemployed. Compared to the 2003 census, the proportion of the employed economically active
population is the same although it varieasrLGA, sex, residence and ageup.
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Banjul had the highest proportion of its econcatly active pgulationwho are working (44.2 per
cent), followed by Kanifing (35.3 per cent). Basse and Kuntaur had the lowest propoftibe
economically active population working (21.7 per cent and 24.6 per respectively. The
proportionof working male popukgon was hidper than that of the females acraedd GAs.

The ensusdatashowsthat6.0 per cent of the population were unemploykdlsoshows that the

employment status of the population could induenced by the level of eduman. The highest
propation of those employed for palgad tertiary education. Whilghe highest proportion of
unpaid family workers attained early childhood education (15.kc@et) followed by those with
primary education (13.9 per cent).

More than half (56.1 per cent) dfe economically active popuiah had no formal educatiothe
proportionwashigher for males (51.1 per cent) than females (48.9 per cent).

Unemployment was higher among males than females; and among the economically active
population in the age group-24 and 289 which represents a ssgbction of the youth
population. Unemployment is higher among those with no education than those with tertiary
education. However, unemployment rate was higher among those with upper secondary and lower
secondary edutian than those with primary education (24.4 per cent and 14.3 per cent
respectively).

About 55 per cent of the population 7 years and over were economically inactive. Out of which
56.6 per centwere students, 25.1 per cent were not looking for work, p@rd cent were
homemakers, and 1.9 per cevdre inactive because of other reasons. The majority of the inactive
population within the ages of9, 1014 and 1519 years were students while those in the age
groups 2544 were more likely to be homemakersniedes accounted the higher portion of the
economically inactive population.

Overall, the agelependency ratio as 85; it was highest in Kuntaur, followed by Basse,
Mansakonko, Kerewan and Janjanbureh with ratios above 100 in all the aforementioned LGAs.
This means that the dependent population in these areas was larger than the working age
population. The economic dependency ratio was 202. This implies that there were 202 of the
economic dependent persons per 100 employed persons.

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CHAPTER 1: INTRODUCTION

Results of the 2013 Population and Housing Census shows tphaiptii@tion of the country stoat
1,857,181reflecting an annual growttate of 3.1 per cent.

Although all personsirrespedive of age and sex consumegoods and services produced, orly
a section of the total populationproduces thesegoodsand services (615,08). Thisis theworking
populaton, often referred to as the economicdly adive popuation. Generally, the larger
eononically active populationa courtry has, the greder the potential for wedth generation.

The Gambia has an open emnamy with limited natural resources and it is one of the least
developed countries in the world with a per cgpita incomeestimated at US$318(2004 consant
prices) in 2013. It was ranked 172 out of 187 countries in the United Nations Development
Program UNDP) Human Development Index (HDI) for the yea 2013. The main drivers of the
Gambiab sconamy are the Agricultura and the Service Sedors.

In 2013, agriculture contributed 23.0 per cent to Gross DomesticProduct (GDP) compaed to
15.0 per cent intheindustriel sedor and 620 per centin the grvices sedor.

The economnic
characteristics report covers emnomic adivity statusin the county, which includes the
eononicdly adive population (the employed and the unemployed populati@)d the
economically inactive population. Most of the economic charestics areanalysedy age, sex
area of residence, marital status, educational attainaneihiGA.

1.1 Data Source and Limitations

The Population and Housing Censusis one of the soucces used to obtain information on
the labour foce. As in previous censusesof 1983,1993 and 2003, the 2013 Population and
Housing @nsusalso asked questions ontype of econonic adivity during the30 days preceding
the cenaus for al responants 7 years and over. The main goal was to examine the economnic
characteristics of the pgulation with regard to the labour narket participation (employed,
unemployed, active and inactive populatior). Questions onwhat household members
were doing most of the time, their main occupation and the main product or services of their
establishmens were ask to every household head his/herrepresentativeThe format of the
censusquestionnaire makes it possble to study the age and sex structure of the ecmnomnically
active population, as well as theemployed and the uemployed.

Despite the wseful informationcolleded oneamnomic charaderistics in the 2A3 Populationand
Housing @nsus, the Census data do not provide detailed information of the employment
situation swch as formal and informal sedor of employment or public and private sedor
employment. Anotter limitation of the data is that information was not collected onnumber of
hours waked and as such, under-employmentcould not be estimated, an indicaor refleding the
numker of hoursadualy worked by the employed personscompared to normal working hours.
In addition, as censusesare undertakenevery ten years it preventsidentification of annual
changes occurringin between censuses.

It is important to point out that someof the labour market related concepts and definitions
used are not in linewith international standrds, thusmakingcrosscountry comparison difficult.

Despite the above limitations, the censusdata on ecnonic charaderistics can address some
of the neals of planrers and policy makers. As the censusdid na have any information on the
formal and informal sedor as well as the private and public secta@f$orts should be madeto
mohilize fundsto undertake acomprehensiveregularlabour force study to fill the dcita gaps.

CHAPTER 2: ECONOMIC ACTIVITY STATUS OFTHE
POPULATION

This chapter presents information on the economicdly active population. The question on
eononic adivity was administered for all persons 7 years and over, during the 30 days
preceding the censusnight. The population7 yeas and over is divided into two distinct groups:
the economicdly adive and the economicdly inadive. The econonicdly adive population
compries of those personswho during the 30 days preceding the census were either
employed or unemployed. The inactive populaton covers those not available for work and
includes the homamakers, the retired, students, personswith disabilitieswho are unable to wark,
personswho were unable to wak becauseof their age and/or illness.

2.1 Activity status of the population aged ®ven years and older

Figure 2.1 below showsthat, out of the population 7 years and ovér,442974), 654,100
(45.3 per cent) areeconomicdly active and 788,874 (54.7 per cent) are economically
inactive. Among the emnonicdly adive populati;n, 615,083personsor 94.0 per cent were

employed Males constiuted 359,305 (58.4 per cent) of the employed and females 255,778
(41.6 per cent. The unemployed population acountedfor 39,017 personsof which 39.5 mr

cent males and 60.5 per cenfemales.

Table 2.2 shows the percentage distribution of the population by adivity sttus, sex and
residence Oweral, 30.8 per cent of the population7 yeas and over were working during the 30
days preceding the census.About eleven per cent dhe populationhad a job but they were not at
work, 15.2 per cent did not work and did not have a job, 10.7 per cent were homenakers and
30.9per cent were students.A higher proportion of males thanfemales were working bothin the
urban and rural areas.

Basseand Kuntaur had the lowest proprtion of their
eonomicdly adive population verking (21.7 per cent and 24.6 pr cent respedively). The
percentage of th e working male populationwas higher than the femalein all theLGAs.

Brikamahad the highest proportion of thosewho did not work and did not have a job (19.2 per cent)
followed by Kanifing (17.7per cent). However, the percentage of the populationwho did not wak
and did not hare a job waslowest in Kerewan (8.1 per cent) followed by Kuntaur (9.1 per cent),
Mansakonko) and Janjanbueh each with9.5 per cent. The tade aso shows that there was slight
variation between males and females acrossall the LGAs except for Banjul, Kanifing andBrikama.

Table 2.4.1 below showsthat the economicdly active populationin the age group 25-29 years
consttutedthe highest proportionaaossall LGAs except for Kuntaur. AcrossLGAS, Kanifing has

the highest proportion of personsaged 25-29 who are economicdly adive, followed by Banjul with

19.3per cent and 17.1 per cent respectively. Kuntaur has the lowest proportion with 12.4 per cent.

For the pgulation 7-9 years and 10-14 years, Banjul, Kanifing and Brikama have the lowest
proportions than the other LGAs. This could be attributed to the fact that children of these age
groups in the urban areas are mostly sent to school whilst those in the rural areas are sometimes
engaged in farming or other forms of economitvites.

The lowest proprtions of personswith disabilities are in
the lower ages of 7-9 years (0.6 per cent) and 10-14 years (1.6 per cent).

In the urban areas, the proportion of the ecnomicaly active populationwith disabilities is highest among
thosein the age group 35-39 years with 11.6 per cent, while the highest proportion in the rura areas is
among the age group 40-44 (9.5 per cent). There are marked differences between the proportion of
male and female ecnomicdly adive persons with disabilities both at national and residential levels.

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2.7 Employment status of the economically active ppulation with disabilities

Figure 2.7A presents the employment status of ewmnomicdly adive population with disabilties. It
showsthat 94.3 per cent of themwere employed and 5.7 per cent unemployed. This is slightly lower than
the unemployment rate among the genera populatio® 6.0 per cent, indicaing that grsonswith disabilities
who are economnicadly active were notat a disadvantage in regardsto employment.

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2.8 Inter-Censal omparison of activity status anong the population

The 2013 Population and Housing Censusshows that there were 654,100 emnornicdly adive persons7
years and over. This shows gercentage change of 27.4 per cent over the 20032013 inter-censal period
compaed to a change of 48.7 per cent over the 19932003 inter-censa period. In 2013, the numbes of
eononicdly adive males were 374706 and females were 279,394. The table aso shows that
615,083, which is 94.0 per cent of the emnomcdly active populationwere employed whilst 39,017
or 6.0 per cent were unemployed. Compared to the 2003 census, the propation of the employed
eoonomicdly adive populationis the same for both 2003and 2013 Table 2.8.

Table 2.8.1 showsthe economic adivity statusof the population65 yeais and over by sex for theinter-

censal periods1993,2003and 2013. Outof 59,716 personsaged 65 years and over in 2013,27,4340r

45.9 per cent was econonicdly adive and 54.1 per cent inactive. About 97 per cent (96.9 per cent
were employed and 3.1 per cent (850 people) unemployed. The proportionsare higher for malesthan

females except for thosethatare unemployed and adive.

The percentage change of the ewmnonicdly adive population 65 yeas and over for the inter-
censal period 19932003 and 20032013is presentedn Table 2.8.1. It showsthat the economicdly
adive population 65 yeas and older grew by 74.0 per cent during the 1993-2003inter-censal period
but dedined by 6.3 per cent between2008 and2013. A similar trend is observed for thosewho were
employed On the otherhand, the economicadly inadive populatiorshowsa percentage change of 91.7
per cent in the inter-censal period 2008-2013 compaed to oy 1.0 per cent in the inter-censal period

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CHAPTER 3: THE ECONOMICALLY ACTIVE AND
OCCUPATION

This chapter discusseghe occupation of employed personsseven yeas and over. Percentage
distribution of emnomically adive population by occupation, sex and nationality is presented
in Table 3. It shows that a majaity of the economicdly active Gambians were engaged in
agricultural activities (43.5 per cent). Looking at the occupation of Gambians by sex showsthat
56.3 per cent of the femdes were engaged in agricultural adivities compaed to 33.3 per cent
of their malecounerparts. There were a smaler proportion of non-Gambian netionals engaged in
agricultura activitiesd 19.6 per cent.

Apart from agricultural activities, significant numberswere engagedi nService, shop and
market sales wak§ and Craft and Related Trade Workd (21.2 per cent and 13.2 per cert
respectively). However, theproportions of nonGambians engaged in 6 &vice, Shop and Market
Sales Work @nd Craft and Related Trade Work a@vere higher (43.1 per cent and 17.5per cent

respedively).

terms of the kind of occupation that both Gambians and non-Gambians were engaged. In the
urban areas, majority of both Gambians and non-Gambian nationals were engaged in éSavice,

Shop and Mrket Sales Work @ 36.1 per cent for Gambians and 50.7 per cent for non-

Gambians. This was followed by 6 Gt and Related Trade Worké 20.1 per cent and 20.0 per

cent for Gambian and non-Gambiansrespectively. In both urban and rural arebs, proportion
of females engaged agriculture was higher among Gambians than@ambians

Table 3.2 presents the percentage didribution of the emnomically adive population by
occupationalcategories and sex withihGAs. The data shows that majority of the
eanonicdly active population were engaged in 60 8vice, Shopand MarketSales Work @nd
0 Cr anfl Related Trade Workd in al LGAs. Banjul, Kanifing and Brikama had larger
proportions of their economicdly adive persons in these occupational categories(42.9 per
cent, 41.8 per cent and 30.1 per cent) respectively; and 60 Gft and Related trade works (16.1
per cent, 20.3 pr cent and 20 per cent) respectively. The dominant oacupation in the rest of the
LGAs was agricultural activities. Kuntaur has the lowest proportion of econonicaly active
personsengaged as Service, Shop and Market&esWor k(@4 per cent),

The propation of theemnomicdly active population engged in agricultural activities was
lowest in Banjul and Kanifing (2.8 per cent and 23 per cent respedively) while agricultura
adivities was highest in Kuntaur (82.1per cent). Legislators, Senior Cfficials and Managers
were the @cupational category with the lowest proportion of economcdly active personsin all
the LGAs, dueperhaps to thefadt that it requires hgher levels of educaion and consicerable
length on the job taining. There were hardly any females in this ocupational categoryin the
predominantly rural LGASs.

More thanhaf of theemnonicaly adive
personsin amost al the LGAs were self-employed, Banjul (53.7 per cent), Brikama (56.6 per
cent), Mansakonko (72.3 per cent), Kerewan (65.6 per cent), Kuntaur (57.4 per cent),
Janjanbueh (55.7 per cent) and Basse(56.9 per cent). About 7 in every 20 economicdly active
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personsin Kuntaur, Janjanbueh and Bassewere unpaid family workers. At least 3 in 10 of the
eononicdly active personsin Banjul, Kanifing and Brikama were employed for pay. This is
becaisemostof themajor businesss and formal institutionsare concentrated in thesereas.

Table 3.6 showsthe percentage distribution of the econonicdly active populationby industry,
nationality, and sex. It can be ®en from the talbe thata sgnificant proportion of Gambiansvere
engaged in Agriculture, Hunting, Fishing and Forestry (43.1 per cent), Wholesle, Retall,
Restauant and Hotel (16.1 per cent) and Community, Social and Peasona Services (15.9 per
cent). Females (55.7 per cent) have a higher proportion than their male counteparts (33.1 per
cent) in Agriculture, Hunting, Fishing and Forestry. A similar patternis observedwhen the
informationis analysed from agender perspedive.

On the other hand, a considaable propartion of non-Gambians were engaged in the Wholesle,
Retail, Restauant andHotel industry(40.9per cent), followed by Agriculture, Hunting, Forestry
and Fishing (18.2 per cent), and Community, Social and Persanal Services (160 per cent).
For nonGambians, the aforementionedndustres were dominated by males; with the exception
of Agriculture, Hunting, Fishing and Forestry andConmmunity, Social and Persana Services.

The data showsha more people are engaged in Agriculture,
Hunting, Fishing and Forestry (40.7 per cent), Wholesle, Retail, Restauant and Hotel
industy (18.6 per cent), and Conmunity, Social and Persoral Services (15.9 per cent). The
femde proportion (53.9 per cent) was higher than that of the male (30.7 per cent) in the
Agriculture, Hunting, Fishing and Forestry industy.

This scenario is very similar to the situation in the rural areas, where more people were
engaged in the Agriculture, Hurnting, Fishing and Forestry industy (65.6 per cent),
Community, Social and Persoral Services (9.6 per cent) and Wholesle, Retail, Restauant
and Hotel industy (9.0 per cent). Thedominance of males in thenon-agricultural industres
was evidert.

Thereis aslightly different scenario in the urban areas where more of the ecnomicaly adive
were engaged in the Wholesle, Retail, Restauant and Hotel industy (30.9 per cent),
Community, Social and Persoral Services industry (24.2 per cen), and Manufacturing
Processng and Seavices industy (11.0 per cent).

CHAPTER 4: THE EMPLOYED POPULATION

A personis consicered employed if he or sheis reported to be working, had a job but not at work or
reported to have worked for pay or profit duringthe past 30 days preceding the census eference night.

4.1 BEmployed persans by LGA, sex and age-group

Overdl, the age group 25-29 years accourted for the highest proportion of the econonicdly active
employed population d 15.6 per cent and the age group 7-9 yeas accountedfor the lowest proportion
with 2.0 per cent of the employed population.This holdstrue at the level of the LGAs too. (SeeTable A5
in the Annex).

4.2 BEmployed persans by educational attainment

Figure 4.2 showsthat mgjority of the employed persons had no educatioraceuning for 56.7 per cent of
the employed population followed by thosewith upper secondary educatierd6.3 per cent and primary
educaiond 11.2per cent. About 4 per cent of the employed personshad tertiary level of educaion and
fewer with vocaiona educaiond 1.4 per cent.

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4.3 Employed population by residence, agegroup and sex

Table 4.3 below showsthe employed populationby residence, age group, and sex. At the national level,
the majaity of the employed males were within the age groups of 25-29 and 30-34 with 15.3 per cent
and 13.3 per cent respedively; while the majarity of females employed were found within the age
grouwps of 20-24 and 25-29 with 14.3 per cent and 16.1 per cent respedively. The highest promrtions of
employed personswere within the age groups of 25-29 and 30-34 with 15.6 pr cent and 13.5 per cent
respectively.

Analysisof the data by place of residence showsthat mostof the employed populationin the urban areas
were in the age groupsof 25-29 and 30-34 with 17.6 per cent and 15.4 per cent respedively. In the rurd
areas, the age groups 20-24, 25-29 and 3034 had the highestproportionsof the employed persors-- 12.7
per cent, 13.5per cent and 11.4per cent respedively.

Unemployment rate is a major macroeconomic indicaor. It is studied and quantified as a measurement of
eanomic health to demonstrate what sectors are most affected by unemployment as well as correlatiol
between lower rates of employment and people of certain ages, educational attainment, sex ar
socioeconomic statu®uring the census,information was colleted foread houshold memler 7 years

and over on what they were doing during the 30 days preceding the dite of irterview. Under
internationally recommended definition, a @rson isclassified uremployed if he/she meds the following

three condiions: without work, available for work, and seking for work. It is important to note tlat
standard recommendations also allow relaxation of (seeking for work), espedally in countiies like ours

where a large proportion of the populationare engaged in subssterce agriculture. Therefore, the rational
definition of unemploymentis the economicdly adive population who were Awithout work @nd i aailable

for worko during the st 30 dys preceding the census.

5.1 Uremployed population by residence, age group and sex

Presentedin Table 5.1 is the percentage distribution of the unemployed population by residencage grop
and sex Generaly, unemployment was higher among males than females; and among the economically
adive populationin theage groups D-24 and %5-29, that is asub-section ofthe youth. A similar trend was
obsrved by place of residerce with a majaity of those uemployed in the urban and wra areas found
within the ameage groups.

5.2 Uremployed population by educational attainment, sexand residence

Table 5.2 showsthe percentage distribution of the unemployed populationby sex, educdional attainment
and residenceAs expected unemployment was higheramong the emnomicdly adive populationwith
no education and those with tertiary educaion less likely to be uremployed. However, what is surgising is
that higher proportions of the econonicdly active populationwith upper secondary and lower secondary
education were unemployed than those with primary education 24.4 per cent and 14.3 per cent
respedively. A similar situation pertains in the rural areas with resped to those with upper secondary
education. This could be explained by the fact thatthis group might beselective when it comes to the type
of jobs the are willing to undertake. Notwithstanding, this appeas to be an anomady that neeals further
investigation.

CHAPTER 6: THE ECONOMICALLY INACTIVE POPULATION

Economicdly Inadive Populationrefers to al persons7 years and over who were not engaged
in any emnoric activity during thereference period (30 days prior to censusreference night)
and did not look for work. These include homenakers, the ill, thosewho are too old or too
young to wark, pensiorers, thosenot waking and are not interested in wok.

6.1 Economically inactive population 7 years and over by reasons for
inactivity and sex

Table 6.1 shows the distribution of the economicdly inadive population by reasons for
inactivity and sex. The datashowsthat 788,874 personsenumeated during the census were
neither working, nor available for work during the reference period of the census (30days
prior to the census reference night). Thetable further showsthatthe major reasongiven for not
being econonicaly active was schooling (students) constituting 56.8 per cent of the total
eononicdly inactive population.

The populationthat reported not looking for work even though they had no job constiuted25.1
per cent of theinactive population. Of theinactive population,25.5 per centand 24.9 per cent of
males and femades respedively reported that they did not look for jobs even though they have
no job. These could be wemployed persons who have given up looking for a job. The
population that reported 6 ¢tmemakigd accounted for 16.2 per cent of the econonicaly
inactive population. Females were more likely to report being homenakers than malesd 25.7
per cent vs2.9 per cent.

Table 6.2 shows that mgjority of the economically inadive personsin the urban and rura areas
were students- 54.3 per cent and 59.1 per cent respedively. This was followed by thosethat
were not looking for work in the urbamareas(26.2 per cent) and in the rural areas(23.8 per
cent). Overall, the proportion of those who reported homemaking as ther main reason for
inactivity is higher among females than males in both the urban (females: 27.8 per cent and
males: 1.7 per cent) and in therural areas (females: 23.1 jgr cent and males: 4.2per cent).

CHAPTER 7: DEPENDENCY RATIO

The age-dependency ratio is the dependent population(childrenunder 15 years and the elderly;
65 yeas and abowve) to theworking popuation (15-64 years) usually expressedas a proportion of
dependents per 100 working age populatian. It is an indicator of the dependency burden on the
working population.The cdculations for the age-dependency ratio are piesented in Table 7.1.
The age-dependency ratio is @lculated usng:

Age dependenawtio = Dependent population
Working agepopulation

Age dependenawtio = Children (Less than3years) + Elderly (65 years and above)
Working age

However, from an economic point of view, this is a crude indicaor; not al personsin the
working age populationare economicaly adive and employed Similarly, in some sccieties,
significant amount of labouris suppliedby children (7-14 years) and the elderly (65 years and
over) who are outsde the conventional working age bradet. Therefore, a more meaningful and
refined measure is the eanomc dependency ratio. This is the ratio of the unemployed and
inactive populationincluding children lessthan 7 years of age to the populationemployed. The
eononic dependency ratio is caculated usng thefollowing formula:

Economiadependeay ratio = Unemployed + Inactive + Children (less than 7 years)
Total employed persons

7.1 Age-dependency ratio and economic dependency ratio by local
government area

Presented in Table 7.1 is the age-dependency ratio and econonic dependency ratio by
Local Government Area. Owerall, the age-dependency ratio was 85 impying that on average
there were 85 dependent personsper 100 emnorricdly active persons(working age population).
The age- dependency ratio washighest in Kuntaur (111), followed by Basse(104), Mansakonko
(103, Kerewan (103) and Janjanbueh (102). This means thatthe dependent populationin these
areas wes larger than the working age population. Banjul, Kanifing and Brikama had age-
dependency ratios of51, 63and 81 respectively

In The Gambia, the economic dependency ratio was 202. This implies thatthere were 202 of the
eononic dependent persons per 100 employed persans. The econonic dependency ratio is
highestin Brikama (264), followed by Kanifing (228).

By LGA, Kanifing and Brikama show a relatively high figures compaed to other LGAs. The
eononic dependency ratio for Banjul decreased fron201 in 1993 t0157 in 2013 unlike
Mansakonko, Kerewan, Kuntaur, Janjanbureh and Bassewhere the econamic dependency ratios
increased.

Conclusionsand Recommendations

Findings of the censuspoint to an unemployment rate of 6.0 per cent which at face value is
indicative of alow rate. This can be attributed to the fact that the majority of the employed are
engaged in the informal sedor, particularly farming. In the uban settings, these caegories of
personsare engaged in petty trade with extremdy low levels of income. Unfortunatly, the
census didnot colled data on under-employment, consicering the low income levels and short
working durations of thefarming community and those engaged in other informal sector
adivities, a gynificant propartion of the employed could have been caegorized as being under-
employed. Notwithstanding théow national levels of unemployment,in Banjul and Kanifing the
unemploymentrates are much hgher becaise of the lowlevels of engagementin agriculture in
theseLGAs. For a better understanding of the employmentsituation in the county, there is need
for anin-depth gudy of thestateof employmentin thecounty.

The censusresults are indicative of the engagement of children in the workforce. Although
children are largely engaged in the workforce as unpaid family workers significant proportions
are invdved in workforce which is cause for concern. For children to be engaged in the
workforce implies that such have either never been to school or dropped out of school at an
ealy age. Consiaring the importance of education in our development aspirations, there is a
neel to ensue thatal children compete upper secondargchool (grade 12)oefore joining the
workforce The Gambia has ratified the Convention on the Rihts of the Child (CRC) and The
African Charter on the Rights and Welfare of thosechildrenbelow the age of 18 are notallowed
to work and are protected from wast foms of labourequired by theseconventionsand laws of
The Gambia.

Persons with disabilitiesnay not be able to engage in physically demandingwork and may
therefore resortto begging to ean their livings. Studies have shown thatvomenwith disabilities
are the pooest and most disadwantaged and therefore shouldbe asgsted. There is a needfor
governmentand the Non-Govenmeit Organizationslike Indigenous Business Advisory
Services (IBAS), Social Development Fund (SDF) among othea's to provide loanfacilities to
personswith disablities,particularly thewomen, to enable themto engage in busiress. This will
help gredly to alleviate their poverty.

As would be expeded the data shows that the population aged 20-25 and 25-29 years are

the least employed compaed to the other age cohorts. These age cohortlargely comprisesyoung

school leavers in search of white-collar jobs. Due to the imited joboppatunities in the famal

sedor, in the recent past, many young people aspire to migrate to Europe and the Americas

where it is believed they can ean aliving. As aresult, theseyoung people have resorted to using
risky i1l egal rwayéstocaEuedpeéehehbeadkood he Me
number ofthemare either being deported or perished in the rough seas of the Atlantic. This can
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be attributable to the high unemployment rates among the youthful population. To stemthis
outflow of young people cdls for urgent adion to equip thesepeople with life skils or provide
themwith employmentoppatunities so that they can take care of themslves and contributeto
national development rather thanresortingto illegal migration in €ach of greener pastures.
